Courage isn’t the ability to withstand
everything and remain alone, it is putting personal issues aside and
doing what needs to be done in the best interest of the People. | feel this
is @ major lesson that | am learning, it is the ability to know that you
need help and can ask for it. | was taught that as soon as someone
goes to the other side they are an Ancestor, so | hold that with me
knowing that many of the people that picked me up and have had their
hand on my back for support are now Ancestors and are with the rest of
our people holding us up and hoping we learn the lessons they tried to
teach us. Honesty with ourselves and how we can help to heal our own
hurt and not have it bleed to others or the community. We can learn and
grow from all of this, this hurt we feel and the new lessons that we are
forced to learn everyday navigating this World. We can be better and do
better, but it will take the entire community to do so. | honestly did not
expect to be back in this capacity, but | chose to do it so we can make a
community that all members and their families will be proud to come and
visit or live. In the past couple years, | started to love myself and realize
that | am worth that. | hold the quote close to remind myself that | can be
better. “I will love myself with the ease in which | leaned towards the

opposite.”
