Most of the
Community Wellness Team (CW Team) went to
see Adrienne and her family soon after to offer
condolences from the band and our Community
Wellness Team. We brought food and flowers
to the family. Adrienne was very grateful for our
visit and she cried when she saw myself, Karen
and Zach walk into her Mom's house. Haylee
was unable to make it. But Adrienne told us we
brought her a lot of strength that day. This was a
small gesture that we were honored to do after
all of the good and kind work that Adrinne has
done for our members.

‘The new playground is to be used at your own risk and the children are to be
supervised.

‘We now have our firepit installed for bonfires and ceremonial fires. A staff
member must be present to utilize the fire pit.

Staffing

‘Given Adrienne's extended leave we will be posting for a Senior Family
Support Worker soon. This person will oversee and participate in the day-to-
day activities directly from the Wellness Building.

Elder Care Home

‘We will continue to work with the Band Manager on the development of a
Seniors Care Home in community.

‘This is a pilot project that First Nations Health Authority (FNHA) is assisting
with, and they are very excited about the potential of this project. Interior
Health is also at the table to assist in the plans for funding and meeting
regulatory requirements.

‘This project will allow our elders to stay in the community and get the
supportive living they may require. As the project develops and if space
permits we can consider assisting other bands with their elders care needs as
well.

Child & Family Support
‘Social Workers Lenora and Haylee will continue to work with our young
families that are involved with Scw'exmx Child & Family Services to ensure
they are getting all the support and advocacy they require.

Patient Travel Reminders

If SCHSS can provide a ride to Stoyoma or other in-town medical
appointments, they should be utilized first.

CW Team will fill in where there are transportation gaps when:

out of town medical appointment if no family/friend ride is available or if in-
town appointments do not fall on Wednesdays

In-town medical appointments if they do not fall on a Wednesday and if you
have no alternative ride ""SCHSS will only drive you to in-town medical
appointments if they are on a Wednesday™”

Just a reminder that our CW Team is short-staffed, so when possible, please
use family and friends to assist with your medical transportation needs.

The CW Team will NOT assist with personal trips to town or picking up

| grocery items for members. Exceptions will be made at Managers discretion
| if a member is severely ill and needing extra support if family is unable to
assist.

‘CW Team needs to have at least 2 days' notice of transportation needs so
we can juggle our obligations to accommodate the requests.
